Methodist Church until her death in 1997.

Margaret Katherine Martin was born on September 6, 1913amover County. The eldest daughter of
Joseph and Goldie Martin of Ellerson, Katherine grew mher parents’ farm with her three sisters, a
half sister and half brother, and graduated from Washingemy High School.

She married Patrick Henry Barnette of Studley in 1932. WHaied tragically in an auto accident in 1941,
leaving Katherine with their two sons and two daughterssetages ranged from nine months to seven
years.

Katherine and her little family — Martin E. “Bill’, M&an Kay, Henry Wayne, and Betty Bland — moved
to her parents’ home on Pole Green Road. She secjobdtiHome Beneficial Life Insurance Company
where she worked until her retirement in 1973. Granny Maatught her granddaughters to cook and
sew, and Granddaddy Martin instructed his grandchildren in ftaagtvork ethic and devotion to God.
Katherine and her parents made sure that the four chiliEenin regular attendance at Shady Grove.

After raising all four children to adulthood, Katherine ned George A. Carneal of Ellerson in 1959 and
became a second mother to his three children, Dorothy @ ge A. Jr., and Franklin Lee. George and

Kitty's Kids is certified through
the Department of Social Services as a Religiouslgnipt facility (a Public Disclosure Statement is
available upon request in the Kitty's Kids Office).

Kitty's Kids is located in the newly constructed portidrtiee 2 Floor of the Gym Wing of Shady Grove
United Methodist Church. During the school year we openath up to 6 Preschool Classes, 2 Child
Care Classes, and 3 School Age Classes totaling an awdra86-140 children ranging in age 3 years
old to 8" grade. Kitty's Kids also uses the Kitchen, Playgrourdi@ym facilities in Shady Grove UMC
for activities. Kitty's Kids is covered by liability imsance which provides coverage in the event
someone brings suit for personal or bodily harm suffeharing the operation of Kitty's Kids as a result
of negligence.

Methodist Church. Board meetings are held at least glyart€he Executive Committee of the Board
meets on a monthly basis.

Absence of Director

In the scheduled absence of the Director, an Officsistent will be assigned and will assume the
Director’s responsibilities as needed. In the everttti@Director will be absent from the center due to
vacation, sick day, or for a seminar/training, an individagpointed by the Director will be Acting
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Director. Inthe event of a long-term absence, dieetb illness or leave, an individual appointed by the
Board of Directors will be Acting Director.

Staff members of Kitty's Kids are mature individualBhey each have a strong interest in the well being
of every child. Each Preschool and Child Care teachsrédxperience in working with children in
organized and structured programs. The School Age stadhiposed of persons with a genuine interest
in children and who enjoy being with them. Each staff memhas the desire to see children grow in
their love of God and others. All staff receive a thayh orientation regarding Kitty’s Kids policies and
procedures. The staff are offered opportunities to attemkisivops and training programs to keep abreast
of current thinking in early childhood and School Age edocatiAll staff members are certified annually
by a practicing physician stating that they are freenfemy disability which would prevent them from
caring for children. All staff members have been trimethe Child Protection Policy of Shady Grove
and have had a complete Criminal Background Check beforg hiMost staff members are also trained
in CPR/First Aid.

Curriculum/Chapel Time

educate children in the way of the Lord. Accordingly,oanmittee of staff members, teachers, church
and Board members, and interested individuals met to geeeturriculum focused on the educational
needs of the children as those needs blend with theomie$the Church. Children enrolled in Kitty's
Kids will participate in a kindergarten preparation progréwat s grounded in faith. The curriculum
follows local school guidelines and is reviewed/revised dhnaad approved by the Board of Directors.

An important part of Kitty’s Kids’ program is the spirél development of the children. Prayers will be
offered at meal times, and both children and their famivill be encouraged to attend the church of their
choice as well as pray for one another in class. @yprately once each week, a chapel time will be
conducted by one of the ministers of Shady Grove. Thhapet times will consist of teaching the
children prayers, religious songs, Bible stories anafess/hich encourage a relationship with God.

Hours of Operation, Holidays & Inclement Weather

Kitty's Kids is open Monday through Friday from 7:00 a.m.6c00 p.m. for Child Care participants
(including when Hanover County is closed). Child Careiculum teaching commences promptly at 8:00
a.m. Every effort should be made on the part of thenpato see that their children arrive by 8:00 a.m.

Preschool classes meet September through May from 9:00@@1X2:00 noon. Students may begin to
arrive at 8:50 a.m. Curriculum teaching will commence mthyrat 9:00 a.m. The Preschool will be

open all days Hanover County Public Schools are opatty’KKids will provide a class schedule and

school calendar to parents at the beginning of eadtRwel year. The Preschool will be closed during
the summer; however, week-long summer Minicamps asgaafffor Preschool age children. Child Care
and School Age Programs are offered by Kitty’s Kids durmegstummer months.

During the regular school year, the School Age classest Monday through Friday from 2:30 p.m. to
6:00 p.m. Kitty's Kids will provide care on Early Releass/s from 12:30 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. All day care
will be provided when Hanover County Schools are cl@a®during Summer Camp.
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Kitty's Kids may offer optional extended days to Presad students from time to time. Students will be
required to bring their lunches. Parents will be retifof these extended days and departure times in
advance. During Summer Camp, Kitty’s Kids may also d®fe&rschool Minicamps for certain weeks.

During periods of inclement weather, Kitty’'s Kids will keaevery effort to open during its regular hours
for Child Care and School Age services. During such timvesequest parents call the office (559-7690)
to see if the center is open before venturing outodtls are passable and the parking lot is safe, Kitty's
Kids will open. On days that the public schools closéyetue to inclement weather, Kitty’'s Kids will
expect all of the regularly scheduled School Age studerdsrive on the school bus or to be picked up by
Kitty's Kids, unless notified by parents that a childlwibt be present on that day.

The morning Preschool programs, during periods of inclemesather, will be canceled whenever
Hanover Public Schools are closed. As a generalsn@y days are not made up at the end of the year,
and tuition payments will not be adjusted. When Han@grnty Public Schools are closed, Kitty’s Kids
may still be open for Child Care and School Age studelfitthe weather permits, Kitty's Kids will offer

all day care for these students.

Effective September 6, 2010, Kitty's Kids will still hatAgeschool when Hanover County Public Schools
open two hours late. When Hanover County Public Schbal® a two hour delay, Kitty's Kids
Preschool will also start late (at 10:30am) and extenil 12:30pm. There will NOT be snack time on
these days.

Parents who accompany their child to the classroom &rtpé&r child up from the classroom must park
in the parking lot and enter through the new Main EnwgamicShady Grove.

Closing and Late Fees

The Preschool ends at 12:00 noon and children must be pipkieg 12:05 p.m. Kitty's Kids (for Child
Care and School Age children) closes at 6:00 p.m.

Ages, Class Assignment & Enrollment

Children must be three years old by October 1st of eaehn wy order to enroll in the school year
programs and three years old by July 1st in order tdlemttne summer programs. In addition, children
must be potty trained to attend any program of Kitty's Kidide Director will evaluate readiness within a
two week trial period and will communicate any concesndssues to the parents about the child’'s
readiness to be in the program. The maximum age facipartts in our School Age Program is children
in the 8" Grade for the school year and rising into theBade for Summer Camp.

Class assignment will be based on the child’'s age or giade September 30 of each school year.
Kitty's Kids will ensure staffing in the classrooms in actamce with the Child Protection Policy of
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Shady Grove (copies available upon request). It isetbiéng of Kitty's Kids that the key to providing a
positive experience for the children is keeping the sizth@ class small and the ratio of teachers to
students adequate for the age level. The maximum enrdlimee class is: 3-year-olds, 10;

4-year-olds, 12; and School Age children, 15. This enshegsetaich child receives individual attention,
encouragement and praise.

Upon enrollment, each parent is required to sign and peoaichumber of documents listed below.
Failure to sign these documents may result in your chiildgbdismissed from the program. These
documents are maintained for health, safety, and legairesnents to protect your child and Kitty's Kids.

‘n Tell days will be advised by each teacher. For ShoWell, please refrain from bringing in toy guns,
knives, or other weapons or any toy which may promote vielenc

School Age children should not bring toys to Kitty’&lK in the afternoons. School Age children are to
bring their own supplies necessary to complete homewsslgraments. If your child has a special
assignment or project, please send books or materratenfioor her to use during Homework Time.

Gameboys and other Electronic Devices

Game boys and other electronic devices are not todaggbt to Kitty's Kids, unless it is a day set aside
by the Director to do so. During the summer camp, &d&ays and other electronic devices will be
allowed only on Fridays. We have plenty of other gagsivities for the children.
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Clothing

Preschool and Child Care children should wear clotresaflow them to be self reliant when they use the
bathroom. All children should wear rubber soled shoes, a requireent during recreation in the
Shady Grove gym. Dress shoes or slip-ons (flip-flops, sandals, ete)imappropriate and may be
dangerous for many of the activities during the day. Plpesédde alternate shoes for recreation time.
When wearing skirts, girls should bring or wear shortsleameath for recreation time. Tank
Tops/Sleeveless shirts are acceptable; however, pleagarts with spaghetti straps or that show midriff.

All jackets, coats, sweaters, hats, and accessotyirggoshould be clearly marked with the child’'s name.
Keep in mind that when weather permits, the children galloutside, so they should bring a jacket or
sweater to wear on cool days.

Lunch/Snacks

Preschool children will be required to bring his/her owack each day. This will help prepare you and
your child for this requirement during their upcoming kindergaytesrs. Water will be available with
the morning snack.

All full day Child Care children (and School Age childrateading all day during days off from school)
will be required to bring his/her own lunch every day. Thater will provide morning and afternoon
snacks for Child Care and School Age participants. We redats parents not send lunches which
require heating up because our microwave is very small eating lunches takes staff away from the
children. We simply do not have the facilities to thewltiple lunches at one time. We also ask that
children not bring sodas (in bottles or cans) for luttch,rather fruit juices or milk. Also, please nasd
containers. A snack schedule will be posted weeklyis the responsibility of the parent to send a
replacement snack for children with severe allergies eannot eat certain foods.
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During each meal time for all children, we will emplaasgood manners. Each meal time is preceded by
a blessing. We will stress the importance of each @atthg only that which he or she has brought or
has been given. We ask that you do likewise.

Nap/Quiet Time

Full day children are required to have a daily rest pdreidieen the hours of 12:30 p. m. and 2:30 p. m.
Children do not have to sleep; however, they must parteipaguiet activities on their rest mat. Please
emphasize to your child the importance of resting quiglymany children do sleep and require a nap.
Children will wear their shoes during nap time for safggcautions and in the event of an emergency.

School Age children will also have Quiet Time during Sten@amp and full days out of school. Again,
the children do not have to sleep; but they must rest guiéiso, during Summer Camp, we will reduce
naptime for the PreK children to prepare them for Kindeega

Communication with Parents

We encourage each parent to provide insight into a chiehswvior and mood. Two-way communication
is vital to providing the best understanding of your childeseds. Written communication with

observations will be provided periodically during the yeaProgress Reports are completed and
Parent/Teacher conference days will be scheduled isghag and fall for Preschool and Child Care
children.

By the first of each month, you will receive a newtgle and calendar of events to help you better
understand the happenings at Kitty’'s Kids. We welcome yoomwents and concerns about what is
happening at Kitty’s Kids, and we ask that you inform the®aor of any issues you may have.

If your child is not attending Kitty’'s Kids on his or hecheduled day for any reason, we request you call
the office (559-7690) and inform us that morning. This is eaflgadmportant for children who come
after school, so we can ensure children rode the appmpdhool bus or Kitty's Kids bus.

Discipline Policy

Kitty's Kids believes that discipline is an on-goinga¢ling process to be measured with love and
fairness. However, certain behaviors (talking back,ngitother students or staff members, biting, etc.)
will not be tolerated. If such behavior is exhibited,goés will be notified and may be asked to pick up
the child. Recurrent behavior issues may lead to thd bkihg dismissed from the program. Expected
safety and behavior rules will be demonstrated by thehézs, who will role model the desired behavior.
The teachers observe and compliment each child at epgortunity possible. Appropriate time-outs or
loss of privileges will be used if necessary to correct thegd®ehavior. Parents will be informed if a
child has a particularly bad day or if there is a resntrproblem. Learning to live and function happily in
complex social environment is an important part of thids educational experience. Kitty's Kids is
committed to certain principles in these relationshigdese include the development of a positive
thinking and learning attitude, clean language, and respecbrfe another including child-to-child
relationships, truthfulness, and honesty in all mattédsie of the objectives must be to help the child
achieve positive self motivation and a positive senselbivorth.
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There shall be no physical punishment or disciplinary awon administered to the body such as, but
not limited to, spanking; forcing a child to assume an uncofortable position (e.g. standing on one
foot, keeping arms raised above or horizontal to the body); restining to restrict movement
through binding or tying; enclosing in a confined space, bowr similar cubicle, or using exercise as

Biting Behavior

Biting is a typical behavior for some young children ware experiencing their first exposures to group
settings. However, children must learn that bitinginecceptable. Parents will be notified whenever
their child is bitten or bites another person. Theossness of the biting behavior may result in a child
being suspended from Kitty’'s Kids for a period of time. it ae up to the Director to determine what
course of action is taken concerning each individuatishiiting behavior.

Health and Safety of Your Child

Each child’s health is a matter of major importance ittyls Kids. Upon enrollment, each parent must
file with Kitty’s Kids a health form signed by a physieiaThe completion of this form is required by the
State of Virginia.

A child may be sent home if any symptoms of illness apgedang the day. In such cases, the child will
be immediately isolated from the other children and rengawill be contacted. If a child is sent home
from Kitty’s Kids due to illness, he or she may noturatuntil twenty-four (24) hours have passed
without symptoms.

Please notify the Kitty's Kids officat once if your child does have @mmunicable disease.
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Please keep your child at home if he or she:
0 Has a fever or has had one during the previous 24 hour peaibs 100 degrees or higher.
Has a heavy nasal discharge and is not yet under doctw€s
Has diarrhea or has had symptoms during the previous 24 hind.pe
Has vomited during the previous 24 hour period.
Has symptoms of a possible communicable disease. (Thagenclude, but are not limited to
pink eye, sore throat, headache, ring worm, unconlellaough, and abdominal pain, plus a
fever. This also includes head lice.)

Your child may come to school:
o Ifacold is over, but a minor nasal drip remains.
0 Has a rash or other skin disorder and is under doctarés (please notify the Kitty's Kids office in
writing of doctor’s care).
o0 Shows none of the symptoms above and is on medication.

Our staff must document and report (on “Accident Repod™jhe parent any child’s injury, however
minor, that occurs while he or she is attending Kattgids. Each parent must sign the documentation
concerning the injury and return it to the staff. Thisuhoentation will be kept on file in the Kitty's Kids
office. The staff will treat children’s minor injuriesing basic first aid principles.

In case of serious injury, we will make an immediaterapt to contact a parent. If we cannot reach you,
we will call the child’s physician. If necessary, wél also call an ambulance or paramedics. Until the
arrival of a parent, or an ambulance, the Kitty’'s KidseEtor will be in charge and make all decisions
about the care of the child. Kitty’'s Kids will maimaa parent’s signed consent form agreeing to this
provision as included upon registratiorit_is to your child’s benefit that you keep Kitty’s Kids
informed of current phone numbers and other pertinent nformation in writing.

Serious medical problems requiring the long-term admatistr of medication or other medical care will
be addressed on a case-by-case basis.

Most of our staff has been trained in child and adult @R& First Aid. The Director (and other church
staff) have had AED (automated external defibrillato)ning as well. Kitty’s Kids will be staffed so
that at least one person in the building is trainedhifd CPR. The staff is trained in recognizing signs
and symptoms of child abuse and neglect, preventing childeabeslth screening, and procedure for
exclusion of sick children and fire safety.

Medication Authorization

There are new Federal Laws, effective in 2007, changagritcedures for administering medications in
a child care center. Kitty's Kids is obligated to fellthese new important procedures.

Basically, ALL medications with an “active ingredient” can NO LONGER be administered without
a parent/guardian and/or doctor completing a written consent form This includes items such as
Neosporin®, Tylenol®, Benadryl®, Hydrocortisone Anti-ltche@m, Ibuprofen, Neubulizers, EpiPens,
and many other medications. Also, only staff membeshave completed a Medication Administration
Training (MAT) course are allowed to administer any mddaioca to the children. The ONLY
medications/products that all staff members at Kittyidskcan administer/use without a consent form
will be:

-Peroxide -Alcohol & Alcohol Wipes
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-After-Bite Stick -Bug Spray
-Sunscreen -Baking Soda
-Vaseline -Chapstick

In addition, there are regulations regarding obtainingaittsctonsent for certain medicines and time
periods for administration. Consent forms only neecetodmpleted by the parent/guardians (not a
doctor) for medications to be used for 10 days or LESth fhve exception of Nebulizers & EpiPens).
However, consent forms must be completed by the parent/guaesh AND doctor for almost ALL
long-term (MORE than 10 days) medications All short-term medications must be renewed or
discontinued after 10 days; all long-term medications ipeisenewed or discontinued after 6 months.

Also, a new VERY detailed consent form is required taedrapleted for these medications (either by the
parent/guardian and/or doctor). The form must be cdegleith very specific details regarding the
medication, dose, side effects, etc. BEFORE Kittyidgskcan administer the medication. Kitty's Kids is
not allowed to store/use any medications without a deteg consent form in file. Copies are available
in the office or from your child’s teacher.

Parents will need to provide the medicine in the ORIGNAL container/bottle. Parents MUST also
include the package insert or pharmacy printout with thedetailed information regarding the
medicine, dosage, side effects, etd@ his is VERY important. This information must beaahed to the
consent form.

Please understand that this process is now being redpyiiéederal Law. Kitty’s Kids will NOT be able
to administer these medications to your children withlo@taroper information completed. Please be
patient as we all adjust to this new process. One suggest have for parents may be to complete the
consent forms now for any regularly used medicatibasyour child might need in the next 6 months.
Please don'’t forget to read all items very carefulhcsisome medications require a doctor’s signature.

Birthdays

A birthday is a big event in the life of a child. We Mniklp celebrate in their classrooms. Your child will
receive special recognition during the day. You may sesmkaial treat to be shared at snack time for the
occasion. Special cookies are preferred, as theyaaierdo handle than cakes or cupcakes. Please do
not bring cookies decorated with life savers or othardhcandies. Due to allergies and other
circumstances it is very important for you to pleasesaéi with your child’s teachers or the Director
regarding bringing special snacks for the class.

Birthday invitations may be passed out at Kitty’s Kidsyahthe child’s entire class is invited.

Solicitations/Informational Handouts

At times different groups or companies ask that we sefiodnnation to families via the children. In most
cases, we allow them to do this, upon approval by theckir and/or Board Chairman. However, this
does not indicate our support. It is merely provided &urynformation. Solicitations by individuals or

organizations other than those which are educationarevolent in nature will be disallowed.
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Transportation Policy

Transportation to and from public schools for School Atpdren and for all scheduled field trips
(Preschool, Child Care and School Age) will be providedheybuses and vans of Shady Grove United
Methodist Church. Kitty’s Kids and Shady Grove approwe t@ain all drivers for these vehicles. Each
driver is responsible for ensuring that each passengeciged in a safety belt. If your child requires a
car seat, it is the parent’s responsibility to leaveaamlaseat on the day of the trip. There are maximum
passenger limits on each vehicle, and the Kitty’s Kid#f snsures compliance with this policy.

Kitty's Kids will provide transportation from Pole Gre&lementary and Laurel Meadow Elementary
Schools to Kitty's Kids at the end of the public schday. For those children who need a car seat,
Kitty's Kids will provide a safe and secure car sedthenever school schedules are adjusted for early
releases, Kitty's Kids will pick up the children in accarda with the early release schedule. A fee is
associated with transportation to Kitty's Kids. Suabsfevill be established periodically and will be listed
in the Child Care Rate Scheduld. is very important to notify us whenever your child will not be
riding the van or bus to the center as reqularly scheduled.

Hanover County Public School buses will transport Schage children to/from Kitty's Kids and
Mechanicsville Elementary and Washington-Henry Elemeratyools. Bus schedules for this will be
provided by Hanover County at the outset of each schaol yi your child is not at Kitty's Kids in the
morning before the school buses leave, then it willdag responsibility to transport your child to school.

Kitty's Kids bus/van drivers will use the following predures when transporting students from school:

-The driver will take the attendance notebook which inclugleergency information for each
child with them every day.

-The driver will perform a basic inspection of the w#hibefore leaving Kitty's Kids. This
includes, but is not limited to, checking the conditiomhaf tires, mirrors, lights, gauges, seat belts, etc.

-Each child will be marked appropriately on the attendaheet everyday.

-The driver will ensure that all children are securelgkted before leaving the school.

-When arriving back at Kitty's Kids, the driver will ensuthat all children have exited the vehicle
at the designated drop-off location before parking.

-The driver will perform another inspection of théniade before exiting. This includes, but is not
limited to, checking the condition of the tires, mrgplights, gauges, seat belts, etc. Also checking to
make sure all children have exited the bus, the windowgsuanep, the vehicle is locked, etc.

Field Trips and Special Events

Field trips, guest speakers, and special activities aedatdd to enrich our units of study for all of our
classes. However, the three-year-old classes wittdnsported on local field trips ority the Summer
months of the year At other times, we will schedule outside guestsotmeto the church to enrich their
programs. School Age children will periodically go oelditrips on public school holidays, as well as
during the summer camp program.

Parents will be notified of planned activities in thenthly newsletter and calendar. In exceptional
circumstances, parents will be notified by the Kittiisls office no later than the school day before the
scheduled event. Any special clothing requirements (e.gmssw, walking shoes) will be

communicated. All parents should fill out the fielghtconsent form upon registration. Without this form
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and payment of activity fees discussed in the Kitty's Kdge Agreement, the child will not participate
in the special event.

Kitty's Kids bus/van drivers will use the following predures when transporting students on field trips:

-An attendance list of all children and teachers goingherfield trip will be made. A copy will
be left in the Kitty’s Kids Office and each teachell have a copy while on the trip.

-A notebook containing emergency information for eackdaohill be taken on the trip.

- The driver will perform a basic inspection of the véhibefore leaving Kitty's Kids. This
includes, but is not limited to, checking the conditiomhaf tires, mirrors, lights, gauges, seat belts, etc.

-An attendance count will be performed before leavingsth®ol

-The driver will ensure that all children are securelgkted before leaving the school.

-During the field trip several attendance counts wilpbgformed.

-Another attendance count will be performed before degafrtom the trip.

-When arriving back at Kitty's Kids, the driver will ensuthat all children have exited the vehicle
at the designated drop-off location before parking.

- The driver will perform another inspection of threhicle before exiting. This includes, but is not
limited to, checking the condition of the tires, mrgplights, gauges, seat belts, etc. Also checking to
make sure all children have exited the bus, the windowgsuanep, the vehicle is locked, etc.

Policy Concerning Death of Child’s Parent or Sibling

In the event an enrolled student in Kitty’'s Kids misseblool due to the death of the child’'s parent or
sibling, the following procedure shall apply:

Tuition will be waived and a credit will be applied teetaccount, and a child’s space in the program will
be maintained for a period of up to three weeks providedhi@’'s parent or legal guardian notifies the
center of the death within three business days. Klild attends the center during this family crisis, then
the standard rates in effect at such time will apply.

Policy Concerning Child Medical Leave

In the event an enrolled student in Kitty’s Kids musssrschool due to scheduled surgery or emergency
medical conditions requiring admission to any hospite,following procedure shall apply:

1. The child’s parents notify the center of the medamaidition within five business days, and

2. The parent provides a verifiable doctor’s letter statimgrthture of the medical condition and the
dates when the medical condition arose and whenhileewill be healthy enough to return to the
Child Care center.

This policy does not apply to absences of less than dags or to any condition not requiring
hospitalization.

Policy Concerning Abusive/Unsafe Parental Behavior

Our staff is expected to always act in a mature prafaatimanner in dealing with children and parents.
Likewise, we expect parents to act in a mature manmenvwommunicating concerns with our staff,
other children, or other parents when at Kitty’s Kids. Amyl language, threatening language or abusive
or unsafe behavior exhibited by any parent while at Kitty@skar in the church parking lot may result in
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the related child being removed from the program, asagetiotification of appropriate law enforcement
authorities of the incident.

Policy Concerning Tuition Rates and Fees

The Board establishes fees and rates for all Child @aeschool and School Age programs. Information
regarding tuition and fees is provided on pages 20-21. Parmentseg@uired to sign a copy of the
Agreement to Handbook Policies and Fees found on page @2l&nincluded in the parent packet at the
beginning of the school year) upon enrolling each child. nGés in fees or tuition rates made by the
Board will be communicated in writing to parents at |&@stlays prior to the effective date of the change,
and will require your acceptance by signing a revised Ratedsile and Agreement to Handbook
Policies. If you choose, you may withdraw your chikefdoe new rates take effect upon giving a two
week notice.

Kitty's Kids will provide a monthly statement of eacheBehool child’s account detailing transactions for
the previous month and indicating the balance due. Any qusstir concerns regarding your account
statement should be addressed immediately with the DirecBookkeeper.

Kitty's Kids will provide a weekly statement for eaclnifd Care/School Age child’s account detailing
transactions for the previous two weeks and indicatingbtllance due. Any issues regarding your
account statement should be addressed immediately withitbctor or Bookkeeper.

Payment of fees and tuition should be placed in the patybex located outside the Director’s office.
Checks are to be made to Kitty's Kids at Shady Grone, IPlease note the child’'s name and weeks,
month, or fees the check is covering in the memo. $Kdlat you do not allow your child to drop off the
check or give it to a teacher. The payment of your @hildtion is your responsibility.

A charge of $15 will be added to each account anytime a adwadsited is returned to Kitty's Kids by
the bank for non-sufficient funds or account closedpon bouncing three checks to Kitty’'s Kids,
payment must be made from that point forward eitherasyccashier’s check or money order.

Preschool tuition is due by the®8ay of the month for the upcoming month. The only exeeb this

is in September, when payment is due by the first day tescRool classes meet. Tuition fees are
considered delinquent if not received by th& @Sthe calendar month for the upcoming month. Should
fees be delinquent, there will be a $10.00 late fee adde@ tacttount. Accounts not paid as of the first
of the month for which the child is attending will réésa dismissal of the child from the program. Any
fees and expenses associated with collection of overdoerts are the responsibility of the parent of the
enrolled child.

Child Care/School Age tuition is due on the first dayh&f week in which the child attends. Tuition fees
are considered delinquent if not received by 9:00 a. m. osdBye(or next day of attendance) of each
week. Should fees be delinquent, there will be a $10.00datadplied to the account. If an account is
not current as of 9:00 a. m. on Tuesday (or next dayt@i@dance) of each week, the child will be unable
to attend that day or thereafter until the accountaslencurrent. Accounts not current as of Friday of
each week will result in the child being removed fromrdis, and the parent must pay registration fees
to re-enroll the child. Any fees and expenses assocwithdcollection of overdue accounts are the

responsibility of the parent of the enrolled child.
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Effective June 16, 2008, late fees will now be appliedutstanding Drop-in Fees. All tuition for Drop-
in children is due by the Friday of the current week adfraténce. If the Drop-in Fees are not paid by that
Friday; a late fee of $5 will be added to your account.

A fee of $1 per minute will be collected from a parentewhate after the 12:05 p. m. (for morning
Preschool) or 6:00 p. m. (for Child Care/School Age) dalesl pick-up time.

Tuition Assistance

Tuition Assistance is available for children whose pavgnardians can document legitimate financial
need in accordance with guidelines established by the BoaBireftors. Applications for tuition
assistance may be obtained from the Director. Revievsabsequent approval or denial is determined
by the Director in accordance with the policy.

Drop-In Attendees

Our Child Care and School Age programs do allow children tp-oir from time to time without
requiring registration for a regular program. Drop-ins permitted only when space is available and
when the child dropped in does not cause stated child-toratads to be broken. To drop-in, Kitty's
Kids requires a registration packet to be filled out. &alty, drop-in rates are more expensive than
regular program rates and do require payment to be malde e the child drops in.

Effective June 16, 2008, late fees will now be appliedutstanding Drop-in Fees. All tuition for Drop-

in children is due by the Friday of the current week adraténce. If the Drop-in Fees are not paid by that
Friday; a late fee of $5 will be added to your account.

Withdrawals & Dismissals

If a parent wishes to withdraw a child from the centeeymust give the Kitty's Kids administration a
two week written notice. If notice is not given, additional two weeks tuitianil be due after the child’s
last day in attendance. Generally, tuition is not rédlote except by approval of the Board.

The Director may dismiss any child who seems unable ticipate in group experiences or exhibits
uncontrollable behavior, such as using profanity, hitting, iRgrk biting, and being disrespectful to
teachers and classmates. A child may also be disthiEs parent is negligent in abiding by any of the
policies established in this handbook.

Confidentiality

All information about children, families, and staffahbe privileged communication, and shall be
reported with regard to confidentiality. However, by Virgidaw, caregivers are required to report
suspected cases of child abuse or neglect to Child Prot&etiveces.

Please let us know if your child has a special condit®mnder doctor’s care, is taking medicine, is
suffering from a mishap in the family, or is having anfjiculty adjusting to certain circumstances. It
helps the teacher interact and understand your child tihen she has knowledge of such circumstances.
